Course description: 

This course deals with quite a number of important academic writing issues. The first few weeks of the course deal with plagiarizing, summarizing, paraphrasing, and direct quoting using two different referencing styles (APA & MLA). The remaining weeks of the course will deal with two types of essay patterns: comparison and argumentative. For each pattern, a number of techniques and strategies will be introduced in order to help students achieve strong, effective essays. This course assumes a demonstrated mastery of basic English grammar, punctuation, sentence structure, paragraph structure, and essay structure. 

Course objectives:

By the end of this course the students should achieve the following objectives: 

· Avoid plagiarizing

· Summarize, paraphrase, and quote directly using the APA & MLA referencing styles

· Identify the different contents of a book

· Read and critically discuss expository texts 

· Learn different kinds of strategies of organization 

· Write coherent essays using correct structures, punctuation, and other mechanics of writing 

· Improve their ability to use their creative and imaginative side

· Become a cooperative member of a dynamic classroom
Course topics:

· Plagiarizing, summarizing, paraphrasing, and direct quoting

· Book content

· Two different essay types (Comparison & Argumentation) 

Attendance and class policies:

· Students are expected to be punctual and attend all classes.
