" ABSTRACT "

Although medical profession is mainly a human profession. Yet, it is one of
the most complicated and dangerous professions according to the disasters , directly
related to human life, that may result from any medical error and can sometimes
lead to death.

In spite of this amazing and fast development in the field of medical sciences
in particular, dangers to the human body have also increased. One of these risks is
medical errors committed by doctors in their patients. Due to the importance of the
topic of doctors' criminal responsibility, I have chosen to write about it.

This research is divided into three chapters: Preliminary chapter which tackles
the concept of medical work as a term from the prospective of legislation and Islamic
Shari'a (Islamic law), reasons for legitimization of medical work from the prospective
of Islamic Shari'a and positive law.

In Chapter One, we deal with pillars of medical responsibility represented in
the occurrence of a medical error. As a result of this error, harm of the patient occurs.
We should associate medical error with harm caused to the patient in a causative
relationship, cases of the lack in doctors' criminal responsibility for medical errors.

Chapter Two, we review and discuss intentional crimes committed by doctors
such as medical murder, abortion, trading in human organs, abstaining from providing
medical help, treatment and first-aid when necessary, revealing medical secrets,
practicing medical profession without license, presenting incorrect data for getting
license, the crime of personating medical titles, possessing instruments and equipment
whose owner is not allowed to practice medical profession, counterfeiting medical
certificates and finally doctors' crimes reported in the system of narcotics.
